Membership Categories and subscription rates for 2025 are as follows  

  

1. Mens Full $510: with a reduced subscription of $480, if paid in full by 31 January 

2025. Entitled to play at all times except Tuesdays until after 1.30pm.    

  

2. Women Full $510: with a reduced subscription of $480, if paid in full by 31 

January 2025. Club day on a Tuesday. All ladies are welcome to play in the morning 

or afternoon Saturday competition over summer.  

  

3. Weekend Women $510: with a reduced subscription of $480, if paid in full by 31 

January 2025.  

Women unable to play Tuesdays through other commitments have the same playing 

rights as the Men’s Full category i.e. they can play Saturday morning or afternoon 

throughout the year and are made welcome by the men.  

  

4. Mid-Week $475: with a reduced subscription to $445, if paid in full by 31 January 

2025. Men’s and ladies’ mid-week restricted membership: Entitled to play Monday 

to Friday except Tuesdays until 1:30pm (not permitted to play in the Tuesday 

competition).  

  

5. 9 Hole $320 with a reduced subscription to $290 if paid in full by 31 January 2025.  

  

6. Full time student $320: with a reduced subscription to $290, if paid in full by 31 

January 2025 Available to students 18 to 26 years of age. Same playing rights as 

Full.  Student I.D. to be produced on application.  

  

7. Junior $95: Available to students under 18 years of age. Same playing rights as 

Full.  

  

8. Married Couple Discount $20: Available to couples who have Full membership.  

  

9. Social $37: Entitles entry to the Clubhouse with no playing rights (pay green fees).  

  

10. Entrance Fee $45: Payable by new members who have never belonged to a golf 

Club. It is not payable by members transferring membership from affiliated Clubs.  

  

• The Club reserves the right to set aside when Men or Ladies have sole playing rights.  

• The Club reserves the right to hire out the course and close it to members.  



• Until the application for membership has been approved by the Management 

Committee at the next meeting, the applicant is welcome to play at the Club as a 

guest.  

• The subscription is valid for a calendar year until 31st January 2026. Part year 

subscriptions are apportioned taking into account levies.  

• The Winter Season is from the end of daylight saving to the start of daylight 

saving.
